The school will follow CDC, state, LA County Department of Public Health, and LAUSD COVID-19 regulations.
Notifications of any changes will be communicated using our school’s communication platforms.

1. Absences
A pupil shall be excused from school when the absence is:
e Due toillness.
e  For the purpose of having medical or dental services rendered.
e  For the purpose of attending the funeral services of a member of his or her immediate family, so long as the absence is
not more than one day if the service is conducted in California and not more than three days if the service is conducted
outside of California.
e  For justifiable personal reasons, including, but not limited to an appearance in court, observation of the holiday, religious
ceremony, or religious retreats.
The student must bring a note signed by a parent or guardian on the first day of his or her return before 7:50 am. The note must
include the student’s name, date, the period of time the child was absent, the exact cause of the absence, and the parent’s signature. If a
student does not bring a note, or if there is no call to the attendance office, the student is considered truant.

Homework and/or make-up work may be requested prior to the absence when the absence is going to be for two or more days.
To do this, call the school secretary as soon as possible and allow 24 hours for the assignments to be processed and sent to the office.

When a student misses one day of school, it is the responsibility of the student to contact the individual teacher for make-up
work at the discretion of the teacher.
e Ifan extended absence is anticipated, Independent Study is an alternative. Arrangements must be made with the school
counselor.

2. Act(s) of Violence

Any act (s) of violence which may include hitting, punching, pushing, shoving, poking, kicking, tripping, strangling, hair pulling or
fighting committed by any person on campus against any individual is subject to progressive discipline which may include Restorative
Justice practices, detention, class changes, safety plans, referral to law enforcement for diversion process, or opportunity to transfer,
suspension, and/or recommendation for expulsion if the individual is found guilty of committing such act(s).

3. Activities
A number of social events are scheduled throughout the year, sponsored by our Leadership class, academies, and other school programs.
Students and parents should be aware of the following:

e Purchasing a ticket entitles students admission into the dance. Photographs and additional items are an extra charge.

e Only Gage Middle school students may attend, and must remain at the event until the event ends

e Students will be released through the Gage Avenue gate and must be picked up on time.

e Appropriate dress for evening events is required. Students who are inappropriately dressed will not be admitted to the event.

(See Uniform Dress Code for appropriate clothing).
o Tickets will be sold in advance or at the door.

4. Adults
Students must follow all instructions and directions given by adults including but not limited to teachers, guest teachers,
administrators, parent volunteers, teacher assistants, office personnel, coordinators, deans, and counselors.

5. Anti-Graffiti

Students are expected to maintain a clean campus. Any student found guilty of causing graffiti will be held accountable for their actions.
Students who graffiti will do community service around the campus (including, but not limited to, cleaning the campus grounds,
cleaning desks, and painting over graffiti areas.) The parents will conference with the dean and a citation may be issued by the police
officer. Parents may be held accountable for cleaning the graffiti and paying for the cost of the damages.

6. Back-To-School Night

This event is held during the 1* month of school for parents and teachers to meet and share the expectations and requirements for each class.
Parents visit their student’s classes on their schedule. These visits are short; if you require a longer visit you can schedule a conference
through the counseling office.

7. Bicycles, Skateboards, Scooters
Riding a bike/skateboard/scooter is a privilege. Failure to follow the rules will result in loss of school biking/skateboarding/scootering
privileges.

e Bikes/Skateboards/Scooters are to be walked, not ridden, on school grounds. These items are NOT to be brought into
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classroom areas or hallways.

o All bikes/skateboards/scooters are to be placed in designated racks and locked. Students are responsible for bringing their own
lock. Items are not to be left in the office. Students must wear helmets or a citation may be given (applies to off-campus use).
Students should not share locks, leave accessories behind, or chain their bike/skateboard/scooter to a fence.

e The school is not liable for lost or stolen items

8. Bullying, Harassment, Sexual Harassment, Taunting, and Teasing

At Gage Middle School we want to ensure that all students learn in a safe and caring learning environment. Bullying and any type of
harassment, taunting, and/or teasing will not be tolerated.

Bullying is aggressive and unwanted behavior with the intent of causing physical or emotional harm. It includes electronic communications
that create fear of harm to the victim and interfere with his/her physical or mental health and performance at school.

Cyberbullying is bullying by an electronic act, which includes the transmission of a communication by text, sound, image, video, message,
website post, social network activity, or other forms of communication sent by an electronic device

(Ed. Code 32261)

Verbal bullying includes hurtful gossiping, making rude noises, making threats, name-calling, spreading rumors, or teasing.

Physical bullying includes intentional, unwelcome acts of beating, biting, fighting, hitting, kicking, poking, punching, pushing, shoving,
spitting, or tripping.

Social or relational bullying includes spreading rumors, manipulating relationships, exclusion, blackmailing, isolating, rejecting, using
peer pressure, and ranking personal characteristics.

Any student who feels he or she is being bullied should immediately contact their teacher, counselor, or an administrator. All complaints
will be promptly and appropriately investigated and resolved.

Harassment may be unwanted repetitive behavior that makes the victim feel insecure and/or uncomfortable. If a student asks another one
to stop, the other person must stop immediately. Any student who feels he or she is being harassed should immediately contact their teacher,
counselor, or an administrator. All complaints will be promptly and appropriately investigated and resolved.

Teasing and taunting are not to be tolerated. Sometimes friends will claim that they are “just joking” or “just fooling around”. It is
important to understand that this is never an excuse for making another student feel powerless. Any student who feels he or she is being
teased or taunted should immediately contact their teacher, counselor, or an administrator. All complaints will be promptly and
appropriately investigated and resolved.

Schools are required to act upon reported incidents of sexual harassment involving students in grades 4 and above including contacting law
enforcement. Bullying of any type listed above will result in disciplinary actions including but not limited to suspension and/or a
recommendation for the expulsion of a student found guilty of harassment. Bullying and Hazing Policy BUL-5212.2

9. Cafeteria

Free or reduced-price meals may be obtained by completing a meal application. Students receive an individual PIN number that must be
used every time they receive lunch. Students will be provided a full breakfast during Breakfast in the Classroom (BIC) if they want it.
Students must take the entire meal, not just a portion. Snacks are sold during the break and lunch at the student store.

10. Cell Phones

Cell phones are to be off from 8:00 a.m. — Afterschool. Cell phones should not be visible during the school day. Cell phones seen or
heard during school hours will be confiscated and subject to progressive discipline.

The parent or guardian or student may pick up the cell phone (s) before the end of business day on the day which device was confiscated.
Cell phones cannot be used to listen to music, take pictures, check the time or take video. The School will not be responsible for
the theft, loss, or damage of cell phones. A parent conference may be requested.

If a student is caught doing any of the activities mentioned below, that student loses the privilege of having a phone on campus.
Additionally, their name will be added to a list that identifies them as a student that is banned from having a cell phone and will need to
turn in to the Dean's office for a period of time. Students who are on the cell phone ban list cannot have their phone or anyone else’s
phone in their possession on the campus of Gage Middle school at any time.

Cell phone/s will be banned for those students who misuse their phones in the following ways:

Cyber-bullying

posting damaging/hateful material on social media about persons affiliated with Gage MS (Students/Parents/Staff)

posting material to incite disturbances or violence

recording or photographing any person on campus without their permission

using the phone to record or take photographs in the locker room or restrooms

using the phone to record criminal acts/fights

using the phone to violate a person’s privacy

using the phone to transmit illegal content such as threats, drug sales, gang activity, cheating on tests/assignments, plagiarism,
sexual harassment, sexual exploitation, blackmail, extortion, prejudice, hate crimes. Devices that violate the district Acceptable
Use Policy. BUL-5468.0

11. Cheating/Plagiarism

Cheating is copying someone else’s work, or providing answers to someone else on tests or assignments. Plagiarism is

taking the published work of someone else and presenting it as one’s own. This includes internet sources. If you need help

with a report or paper, ask your teacher for extra support; don’t lower your standards or ethics by using another person’s work and
claiming it’s your own. Classroom teacher will determine all consequences.
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12. Closed Campus

Students coming on the campus in the morning are to remain on the school grounds for the balance of the school day. Permission to
leave campus must be obtained by a parent/guardian in the attendance office with proper photo identification and must be listed on
MiSiS and/or emergency card. Students who leave campus without permission will be considered truant and will serve consequences.

13. College T-shirt Day

In support of our Going to College Culture, students may wear t-shirts or sweatshirts with a college or university emblem only on
Thursdays. Students must wear standard uniform bottoms.

14. Conflicts
Students are to resolve conflicts in a civilized and non-violent manner. Fighting will not be tolerated. Consequences may include, but are
not limited to suspension, O.T. (Opportunity Transfer), expulsion and/or law enforcement notification. It is each student’s responsibility
to do everything he or she can to avoid a fight, including:

e  Avoid rough or dangerous play.

e  Refuse challenges to fight.

e  Walk away from confrontations or other explosive situations.

e  Seek help from a teacher, counselor, or administrator.

15. Dress Code

Education Code 35183 and Educational Code 35183.5 authorizes school districts to adopt dress codes. Below is the SDMC approved 6 —
8 grade dress code for Gage Middle School: In our continuous effort to provide a safe and equitable learning environment, Gage
Middle School students are required to follow the dress code every day.

TOPS: Blouses/Polo/Shirts

Include SOLID navy blue, white or burgundy collared shirts.NO Inappropriate logos
Also include any approved Gage Middle School attire.

Physical Education shirts must be worn only during PE classes.

BOTTOMS:

Include SOLID black or blue appropriate bottoms (jeans or pants) that are not baggy, see-through, tights, torn or ripped.
No sweatpants, track pants, workout pants allowed.

Physical Education shorts and/or pants must be worn only during PE classes.

HOODIES/ JACKETS/SWEATSHIRTS: Includes any Gage Middle School spirit attire, solid color sweatshirt (without
inappropriate logos (ex: drug or alcohol related or images) for the 2023-2024 school year. School related logos are allowed. If students
wear a hoodie/jacket/sweatshirt that does not meet this criteria, they can turn it inside out or be provided with a loaner. Students must wear

an approved collared shirt under their hoodie/jacket sweatshirt at all times. (Hoods can only be worn outdoors only.

e  Shirt or blouse must cover the waist and must be buttoned above the sternum. Only one undershirt, must be solid white,
burgundy or navy blue, worn under the polo shirt, and be no bigger than the polo shirt.

e  Shoes must be enclosed for safety (covered heels and toes).Crocs, slippers, flip flops, and slides will not be permitted.

ONLY approved caps, beanies or hats may be worn. The wearing of approved caps or hats is not permitted inside

classrooms or office areas.

No gang attire is permitted at any time.

Shorts should not be shorter than 2 inches above the knees; sweatpants, cargo pants or athletic shorts will not be permitted.

Initial or insignia belt buckles are not permitted.

No oversized clothing, gang style, mesh shirts, see-through shirts, or bare midriffs are permitted. Pants may not be more

than one (1) size larger than the student’s own waist; no slit seams, pants must be hemmed and must be worn at the waist.

Items not permitted:

° Chains, large rings or weapons or anything that looks like a weapon (chains such as those attached to belts or wallets
present a safety hazard).
° Apparel, backpacks, notebooks with emblems, lettering, printing or pictures pertaining to drugs, alcohol, sex, profanity, gangs,

taggers, music groups or party crews, etc. that may be deemed obscene, libelous, or slanderous, or that incite students so as to
create a clear and present danger.

16. Dress Code Violation Policy
The following steps will be taken to address any Dress Code violations.
First Violation: Will Be documented on MiSiS
e  The teacher/staff gives the student a warning and reviews the Dress Code Violation Policy.
e  Students are referred to the Parent Center to borrow appropiate clothing or remove inappropriate articles or accessories. The
Parent Center will keep a detailed log of every student referred for the dress code violations.
e  Students receive an additional policy at the Parent Center.



Second Violation: Will Be documented on MiSiS
e  The three steps from the first violation are repeated.
e  The Parent Center calls the parents/guardians and informs them of the dress code violation and sends a letter home that includes
the Dress Code and the Dress Code Violations Policy.
Third Violation: Will Be documented on MiSiS
e  The three steps from the first violation are repeated.
o  The Parent Center calls the parents and informs them of the uniform dress code violation and sends a letter home that
includes the Dress Code and the Dress Code Violations Policy.
o  Referrals will be sent to a Support Staff Team Member. The Support Staff Team Member may take any or all of the following

steps:
1. Support Staff Team Member holds a conference with the student
2.  Support Staff Team Member contacts parents/guardians
3. Support Staff Team Member arranges a parent/teacher/counselor conference
4. Support Staff Team Member assigns paper pick-up (Campus Beautification)
5. Support Staff Team Member assigns lunch detention held by the Support Staff Team Member
6. Support Staff Team Member assigns after school detention held by the Support Staff Team Member

17. Free Dress Day Policy
Occasionally and in order to keep students motivated, some individual students and/or the whole student body will be given the opportunity
to earn a Free Dress Day by reaching certain goals, eg: Clean Campus Challenge, No Excessive Tardies, Excellent Behavior, etc...

Students may wear the following attire on FREE DRESS day:
e A shirt/T-shirt that is not oversized and is not gang-related.
o A blouse with sleeves that is not revealing and does not expose undergarments, midriffs, backs, or shoulders, this includes tank
tops, strapless tops, or crop tops.
e  Shirts and tops that do not have inappropriate/unacceptable language or graphics (drugs, alcohol, profanity, gangs, tagging,
OI Crews).
e  Skirts and shorts are to be of appropriate length for sitting as well as standing so that undergarments do not show.
Shoes must cover toes and heels.
e  No torn/ripped jeans or tops.

NOTE: ARTICLES OF CLOTHING, ACCESSORIES, OR JEWELRY THAT MAY BE CONSIDERED UNSAFE MAY BE
SUBJECT TO CONFISCATION (E.I. LARGE HOOPS, EARRINGS WITH SHARP EDGES, OVERSIZED EARRINGS OR
PIERCINGS).

*All free dress day rewards must be approved by SDMC

18. Electronics

All electronics such as wireless devices, electronic tablets, earbuds, earphones, and any handheld gaming devices are not permitted to be
used during school hours, unless specifically authorized by the school. Smartwatches should be in DO NOT DISTURB mode during
school hours. Items used during school hours will be confiscated and subject to progressive discipline. Confiscated items will be turned in
to the Main Office see cell phone policy for details.

Parent(s)/Guardian(s) must pick up the confiscated items in the Main Office. The school and teachers will not be responsible for the theft,
loss or damage of electronics.

19. Emergencies

e In emergency situations, students may be kept on campus as long as necessary.

e  Students will be permitted to leave campus and go to other safe areas when deemed appropriate. Students will only be
released to those persons authorized on the emergency card on file in our office. Remember to update all emergency
information, especially phone numbers.

e  You may request your child at the Request Gate located on Arbutus Avenue. You will be united with your child at the
Reunion Gate located on Zoe Avenue. Your child will only be released to the parent or guardian with proper
identification who is listed on the emergency card.

e If you must drive to school, please do not block the driveways, bus pickup zones or emergency vehicle entrances. Parking
illegally may result in a citation.

e  Parents are responsible for updating the information on the emergency cards as it becomes necessary. Parents are able to update
emergency information through the Parent Portal.

20. Fines

Fines for lost or damaged textbooks, library books, and damage to school property including technology must be paid promptly.
Participation in culmination activities may be withheld as well as report cards and yearbooks until all bills are paid.

21. Food

Gum and sunflower seeds are not allowed on campus at any time. Students are given adequate time to eat during breaks and lunch.
Students are to remain in the table areas while eating. No eating is permitted in the classrooms, except for Breakfast in the Classroom. The
selling or distributing of unapproved outside food or any other items is strictly prohibited, such as candy, chips, or soft drinks. Items will
be confiscated and students may be subject to disciplinary action. Outs
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22. Fundraising

All fundraising or sales on campus must be approved in advance in accordance with the regulations of Student Body finance. The
selling or distributing of unapproved outside food or any other items is strictly prohibited, such as candy, chips, or soft drinks.
Items will be confiscated and students may be subject to disciplinary action. All students and families who elect to participate in
school fundraisers will be asked to sign and follow the fundraising contract.

23. Gates

In the morning, the main gates on Miles and Gage close at 8:00 a.m. Students arriving after 8:00 a.m. must enter through the main
office. In the afternoon, all gates close 15 minutes after dismissal bell rings. For student protection, students and parents may not enter
or exit school through the staff parking lot. Students will be checked following the most up to date district COVID screening protocols
and may be checked and held for dress code violations (see #16 Dress Code Violations above) as they enter the campus. Parents/vistors
will not be allowed to enter these gates at any time (see #53 Visitors below)

24. Health Services

Our nurse or health secretary provides first aid services throughout the school day. In case of serious injury, we may call paramedics and
contact parents. Parents must notify the Health Office when there are health problems and when students are under special medication. A
doctor’s note is required. All medications must be stored in the Health Office with appropriate doctor’s instructions with doctor’s
signature. Students are not to carry medications on their person unless appropriate doctor’s permission has been turned in the Health
Office. Parents must notify the school office of any changes to the information on the Emergency Card. Parents are able to update
emergency information through the Parent Portal.

Under no circumstances will a student be released to anyone not listed on that student’s Emergency Card.

25. Homework

Homework serves to reinforce learning in the classroom and is an important part of the partnership between home and school. An
average of 60 to 90 minutes of homework per night may be assigned. Parents should support their child’s study habits by creating a
quiet time and place for their student to do homework. It is expected that homework assignments and special projects will be turned in on
time. Parents and students must understand that not turning in homework may lower a student’s grade. LAUSD (District) mandates that
homework can’t account for more than 20% of the overall grade.

26. Library
Library hours will vary, schedules will be posted every week. Please direct any library-related questions or concerns by calling
(323) 826-1544.

27. Lost And Found
Students finding lost articles are to turn them in to the Parent Center. Found clothing will be kept until the last school day of the month
unless claimed by a student or parent/guardian. Clothing that is not picked up will be donated or discarded.

28. Lunch Time

1) Food and beverages are to be consumed only in designated eating areas.

2) Students are to sit at the tables or benches when eating.

3) When finished eating, students are to deposit their garbage in the cans provided before proceeding to the play areas.

4) In lunch lines, students may not “cut”, save places or purchase for others. Students who do not follow the guidelines set for
lunch will be assigned campus beautification.

5) Students may only be in designated, supervised areas of the school.

6) Consequences for leaving the eating area unclean include but are not limited to closing of the student store and all vending
machines and to individual clean up duties.

29. Office Hours
The school office is open from 7:30 a.m. to 4:30 p.m.

30. Office Behaviors & Procedures

When students come to the office, they must have a pass or note. Once there, they should speak to an office staff member immediately
to state their reason for coming. Students should not bring friends with them to the office. They must demonstrate courteous and
respectful behavior towards the office staff.

31. Open House

Open House is held during the spring semester. This event is dedicated to showcasing the students’ work. Parent conferences are not
conducted at this time. Parents/Guardians can request to set up an appointment with the teacher in the Attendance Office.

32. Parents/Guardians On Campus

We encourage parents to visit our campus. A positive parental/Guardian presence makes a strong statement to our students that we care
about them and their school environment. All visitors must show valid identification, sign in at the main office and wear a badge
during their visit. Parents/Guardians may not walk around campus during passing periods, nutrition or lunch time.

33. Parent-Teacher Conferences
Students are most successful at school when there is an open line of communication between the parents and the teachers.
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Parents/Guardians are encouraged to request a conference with the teacher at any time. Parents/Guardians may contact the Counseling
Office to set up an appointment with a classroom teacher. (Please refer to #46 for more details)

34. Passes

Students should not be out of the classroom during the first ten minutes or the last ten minutes of class. All students sent
out-of-the-classroom must have a hall pass. Student agendas are to be used for student business; the classroom hall pass must be used for
teacher business. If a student is sent to the nurse, counselor or dean he/she must have an office referral. Students who enter the office
without a referral will be sent back to the classroom to obtain an appropriate pass.

35. Piercings

In order to maximize instructional time and reduce safety concerns students are NOT allowed to have the following;
e  Unsafe clothing, or unsafe accessories (i.e., spike bracelets, necklaces, etc.)
e  Unsafe jewelry (especially large hoops, rings or star earrings), and plugs/spikes.
e  Facial piercings, clothing, makeup, hairstyles, or wigs that have been demonstrated to contribute to the substantial
disruption of the orderly operation of the school are inappropriate/unacceptable for school attire.

36. Physical Education

e  PE.uniforms are required to be worn during PE class and may be purchased from our Student Store before school or
at lunchtime. P.E uniforms should only be worn during P.E class.
e  Failure to dress for P.E. will result in unsatisfactory marks in Work Habits and/or Cooperation. Academic grades may also be
affected.
o  All students must dress for P.E. in the locker room and are required to change back into their school clothes at the end of P.E
class.
e  Students may only enter the locker room during their assigned PE period. The lockers are for PE purposes only, it is NOT to be
used to store textbooks, folders, extra clothing, etc.
o  All electronics, valuables, and backpacks should be left in the locker room during P.E class and not in any other classroom or
Office. Any violations of this policy will result in the following:
a.  Electronics will be confiscated by the teacher and turned into the main office.
b. Backpacks will be confiscated by the teacher and returned at the end of the period.

e [fa student is unable to participate in P.E. for a medical reason, the parent must send a doctor's note to the nurse to obtain an
excuse from P.E. If a student is on a medical excuse, the student is still required to dress for P.E class (if possible) and is
expected to remain with their P.E class at all times. Teachers may assign written work to replace physical activity.

e  Students are to remain in their designated teacher’s activity area at all times. Failure to do so will result in truancy.

37. Personal Property

The following items are NOT allowed on campus:

Large sums of money Water guns or balloons Gambling items
Aerosol cans (AXE Body Spray) Liquid paper (White Out) Permanent markers
Gum Sunflower seeds with shells Toys/Marbles
Stuffed animals Lighters/Matches Mirrors

Large rings Chains Bandanas

*Other items not listed here that are deemed a disruption to the learning process are also prohibited. These items are not permitted on
campus, they will be confiscated and a parent/guardian will need to pick them up in the Main Office. No confiscated item will be returned
to a student. The school and/or teachers will not be responsible for the theft, loss or damage of students’ personal property.

38. Public Displays of Affection
Affectionate displays, such as embracing, kissing, hand holding, or sexually suggestive behavior are not permitted. Parents will be
notified when students violate the norms of appropriate behavior while at school.

39. Report Cards/Mid Quarter Reports

Progress reports are issued every 5 weeks. Progress reports are sent home with the students. Parents should review the progress reports
with their child and return the signed progress report on the following day. Final report cards are mailed home after the end of each
semester. The parents of students with unsatisfactory grades are encouraged to contact the individual teachers and schedule a conference.
In addition to progress report cards, teachers may send home notices or information through Connect-Ed, our telephone message system
to inform parents/guardians of a student's progress. Parents/guardians should register for a Parent Portal account in order to monitor their
student’s grades, state testing scores, and attendance.

40. Restrooms

Students are encouraged to use the restroom during lunch to minimize restroom breaks during class time (unless an emergency
arises). Teachers will develop an appropriate classroom procedure for restroom use during instructional time.

41. School Hours

Campus opens at 7:15 a.m Monday through Friday. It is important that students do not arrive any earlier than 7:15 a.m. Students
not attending a tutorial, detention or other activity supervised by an adult are to leave campus as soon as the dismissal bell rings.

42. School Supplies (Recommended Supplies)

Students are expected to bring school supplies for their personal use including a backpack, and an organized binder with paper,
dividers, their school-issued agenda, at least two black/blue pens, and pencils. Individual teachers may request students to bring

16



additional materials with them to class.

43. Sports Equipment

Sports equipment is to be used in designated areas. When possible students should carry sports equipment in their backpacks.
Students are encouraged to write their names on any equipment they bring to school. If sports equipment is used during class time,
passing periods, or not in the designated areas it may be confiscated and returned to parents.

44. Student Identification Card

Gage Middle School students will be issued a free student identification card. Students must carry their ID card at all times and must
be prepared to show their ID when asked by school staff. If IDs are lost or stolen, students can purchase a replacement in the student
store for a fee. These cards must be presented to check out library books and to enter the campus to attend intersession classes.

45. Student Deliveries

Items for students, such as PE clothing, homework, lunch money or forgotten classroom materials may be left in the Counseling
Office for students. Delivery of fast-food lunches, balloons, flowers, cakes, etc. is not allowed. Exception of student deliveries for
medical reasons with the approval of the Health Office.

46. Student Government

Students have an opportunity to participate in our student leadership class. The purpose of student government is to promote the welfare of
the school, encourage loyalty and school spirit, and develop leadership skills.

47. Student-Led Conferences

Gage Middle School has two Student-Led Conferences, Fall, and Spring. The purpose is for students to lead the conference and showcase
their work. Students have an opportunity to discuss their progress, reflect, and create goals. If the parent(s)/guardian(s) needs more time to
meet with the teacher, please schedule a meeting at another time. (Please refer to #32 for more details)

48. Tardies

Students must be in their seats and ready to learn when the tardy bell begins to ring. All students with excessive tardies or truancies will be
assigned mandatory Tuesday after-school intervention. Failure to serve Tuesday Intervention will result in non-participation in the
culmination ceremony.

49. Tardy Policy Procedures
Implementation of the Tardy Policy by Teachers

The teacher will follow the sequential order of these procedures. The first three steps are mandatory:
1% Tardy: The teacher or staff member counsels the student and assigns an appropriate disciplinary action.
These actions may include: Will Be documented on MiSiS
Teacher holds conference with the student
Student reads and explains the Tardy Policy to the teacher
Student writes a brief essay on “The Importance of Punctuality”
e  Teacher assigns detention to be served in their classroom
2" Tardy: The teacher or staff member applies additional consequences (see list above).Will Be documented on MiSiS
e  Teacher notifies the parent/guardian by phone or in writing.
3" Tardy: The teacher or staff member sends a referral to the counselor who counsels the student and assigns consequences. Will Be
documented on MiSiS
Counselor holds a conference with the student
Counselor contacts parents/guardians
Counselor arranges a parent/teacher/counselor conference
Counselor assigns after-school detention held by the counselor
Counselor assigns Campus Beautification
e  Counselor assigns detention to be held by the counselor
4™ Tardy: The teacher or staff member applies additional consequences (see list above from 1° tardy). Will Be documented
on MiSiS
e  The teacher may give the student a “U” in Work Habits on all succeeding grade reports, including the final semester
grade, unless the tardy is made up.
e  The teacher notifies the parent by letter or phone. The student is referred to the counselor.
5™ Tardy: The teacher or staff member applies additional consequences (see list from 1%'tardy). The counselor or teacher
may set up a parent conference. Will Be documented on MiSiS
6" Tardy: The counselor may refer the student to the Pupil Services and Attendance Counselor for appropriate action.
(Note that any tardy of more than 30 minutes is to be considered truancy). Will Be documented on MiSiS

**Tardy sweeps will be held randomly throughout the year during passing periods and will have a separate set of consequences including
but not limited to campus beautification and/or detention.

50. Telephones

The office telephone is for school business and may be used by students only with the permission of the office staff or a
teacher. If a student feels ill, he/she should seek assistance from the nurse and should not call home from a cell phone or
classroom phone. Students may not use classroom telephone unless supervised by a teacher. All cell phones should be kept in



a backpack and turned off and not used on the school campus between the hours of 8:00 a.m. to 2:58 p.m. See Cell Phone
policy #8 for more details.

51. Traffic Rules

Students are encouraged to follow all street-crossing laws in the immediate vicinity of Gage. Failure to observe traffic laws may result in a

citation by the Huntington Park Police Department resulting in a fine or required court appearance. When dropping students off at school,
parents should obey all traffic laws; this includes parking in the traffic lane to drop their child off. Parents who stop in a traffic lane and
let a child exit or enter their car are endangering the life of their child, breaking the law, and can receive a traffic citation.

52. Truancy

Truancy is defined as any student who is absent from school without an allowed absence or returns to school without a note.
Truancies also include being tardy or absent for 30 minutes or more to a class without a valid pass.
e  Each time a student is truant, a counselor shall assign (1) hour detention for each hour of truancy.
e  If'the student is truant for a full day or more than 3 hours in the school day, he/she will be assigned other disciplinary
actions, which may include campus beautification. Will Be documented on MiSiS
o [f the student has two full days or more than 6 hours of truancies, the counselor will hold a conference with the parent
and advise them of their legal responsibilities. Students will also be referred to the P.S.A. Counselor to investigate
excessive truancies. Will Be documented on MiSiS

53. Visitors (Must have picture ID)

In order to ensure the safety of our students and staff, school visitors are required to adhere to the following guidelines:
e  Visitors may not be on campus while students are on break, lunch, and passing periods.
e All visitors must register with the reception desk in the Main Office: parents/guardians must write down the name of any
child under eight years old. Visitors may not enter classrooms without the prior approval of an administrator and teacher.
e While on campus, visitors must go directly to their destination and may net make contact with any student.
e Must enter through the Main Office except on special events, parent conference night, open house, mixers, etc.

*  Visitors will return their visitor pass after completing their visit, and prior to leaving the campus.

54. Walk, Don’t Run

Students are to walk up the stairs, in the hallways, and on the blacktop at all times except during PE class or any designated activities.

55. Weapons

The Federal Gun-Free Safe School Act and California law (Ed. Code 48915) prohibits firearms on school campuses. Pursuant to these
laws, any student found in possession of a firearm or other weapons, such as knives, or other such deemed dangerous objects will be
subject to arrest and will be recommended for expulsion. “Possession” includes, but not limited to, storage in lockers, purses, and
backpacks or on their person. Students who discover they have something inappropriate in their backpack should report this
IMMEDIATELY to the office.

56. Zero Tolerance Policy

Alcohol, Tobacco, and Drugs — the Los Angeles Unified School District and Gage Middle School do not tolerate the use, possession, or
sale of drugs, alcohol, or tobacco by students on school campus or school-sponsored activities. Students violating this policy may be
subject to direct intervention, expulsion, or arrest on a case-by-case basis to keep the school drug, alcohol, tobacco, and violence-free.
Disciplinary consequences will follow the Ed. Code, LAUSD Policy, School Policies, and are to be administered under the discretion of
school personnel on a case-by-case basis.

La escuela seguird las regulaciones de los CDC, el estado, el Departamento de Salud Publica del Condado de Los
Angeles y de LAUSD. Las notificaciones de cualquier cambio se comunicarén mediante las plataformas de
comunicacion de nuestra escuela.

1. Ausencias
Se considera una ausencia justificada cuando un estudiante falta a la escuela por alguna de las siguientes razones:
e  Debido a una enfermedad
e  Con el proposito de tener una cita médica o dental.
e Con el proposito de asistir a servicios funebres de un miembro de la familia. 1 dia si los servicios son conducidos en
California y no mas de 3 dias si los servicios son conducidos fuera del estado.
e  Por razones justificables, incluyendo, pero no limitado a una comparecencia en corte, observacion de un dia feriado o
ceremonia religiosa, retiros religiosos, o servicios funebres.
El primer dia de regreso de su ausencia, el estudiante debe traer una nota firmada por sus padres/ tutores a la Oficina de Asistencia
antes de las 7:50 am. La nota debe incluir el nombre completo del estudiante, la fecha, el periodo de tiempo que estuvo ausente, la causa
exacta de la ausencia, y la firma de los padres/tutores. Si el estudiante no trae nota, o si los padres no llaman a la Oficina de
Asistencia, su hijo/a sera considerado con Falta Injustificada.

Si saben que el estudiante va a faltar 2 o mas dias, pueden solicitar la tarea y/o trabajo para ponerse al corriente antes de que
falte a la escuela. Para hacer esto, llame a la escuela y hable con una de las secretarias lo mas pronto posible y espere 24 horas para que
se procese su pedido y sea enviado a la oficina.

Cuando un estudiante falte un dia a la escuela, es responsabilidad del estudiante comunicarse con sus maestros para reponer el
trabajo a la discrecién del maestro/a.
e  Sise anticipa una ausencia extendida, estudios independientes es una alternativa. Deben hacer arreglos con su consejero.

2. Actos de violencia

Cualquier acto de violencia contra una persona dentro de la escuela que incluya: golpear, empujar, punzar, patear, tropezar, ahorcar, jalar
el pelo, o pelear, es sujeto a disciplina progresiva que puede incluir practicas de justicia restaurativa, detencion, cambios de clase, planes
de seguridad, remision a la policia para el proceso de desviacion, u oportunidad de transferencia, suspension, y/o recomendacion de
expulsion si se encuentra que el individuo es culpable de cometer tal(es) acto(s).

3. Actividades

Durante el aflo tenemos varios eventos programados por la clase de Liderazgo, academias, y otros programas de la escuela . Los padres y
estudiantes deben de estar al tanto de lo siguiente:

e  El comprar un boleto solo le da derecho a admision al baile. Las fotografias y otros articulos adicionales son un cobro
adicional.

e  Solamente estudiantes de la Escuela Intermedia Gage pueden asistir y deben permanecer en el evento hasta que el evento
termine.

o  Los estudiantes saldran por la avenida Gage y deben de ser recogidos a tiempo. Si el estudiante debe de salir antes que el
evento termine, los padres/tutores deben ir al salon multiusos (MPR), a recoger a su estudiante. Por favor recuerde traer una
identificacion apropiada con foto.

e  Esun requisito traer ropa apropiada para los eventos de la tarde. Los estudiantes que no vistan apropiadamente no
podran entrar al evento. (Vean el Codigo de Vestimenta para ropa apropiada)

o  Los boletos seran vendidos por adelantado o en la puerta.

4. Adulitos

Los estudiantes deben obedecer las instrucciones de todos los adultos, estos pueden ser pero no limitados a maestros, maestros invitados,
padres voluntarios, asistentes de maestros, personal de oficina, administradores, personal de mantenimiento, coordinadores, decanos, y
consejeros.

5. Normas contra el Graffiti

Se espera que los estudiantes mantengan un plantel limpio. Cualquier estudiante encontrado culpable de causar graffiti sera responsable
por sus propias acciones. Los estudiantes que hagan graffiti haran servicio comunitario dentro del plantel (incluye pero no se limita &:

7. Bicicletas, Patinetas, “Patines del diablo”

Traer su bicicleta, patineta, y/o “patin del diablo” es un privilegio. No seguir las siguientes reglas resultara en la pérdida del
privilegio de traerlas a la escuela.
e Una vez que entren a la escuela, no pueden utilizar las bicicletas, patinetas y/o “patines del diablo”. Esta prohibido
meter las bicicletas, patinetas, “patines del diablo” a los pasillos o salones.
e Todas las bicicletas, patinetas y “patines del diablo” deben de ser guardados en las areas designadas y aseguradas con un
candado.

8. Intimidar, Acosar, Acoso Sexual, Molestar y Burlarse de Otros

En la Escuela Intermedia Gage queremos asegurarnos que todos los estudiantes aprendan en un ambiente seguro y que los haga sentir bien.
La intimidacién y cualquier otro tipo de acoso, molestar o burlas no seran tolerados.

La intimidacién es una conducta agresiva y no aceptada con la intencion de causar dafio fisico o emocional. Incluye comunicacién
electronica que provoca una sensacion de miedo en la victima y que interfiere con su salud fisica o mental y su rendimiento escolar. .

El Acoso Cibernético es intimidacion por medio de un acto electronico tal como textos, sonidos, imagenes, videos, mensajes,

publicaciones en redes sociales, actividad en redes sociales, o cualquier otra forma de comunicacion usando un aparato electronico. (Codigo
de Educacion 32261)

Intimidacion Verbal incluye chismes dafiinos, hacer ruidos groseros, amenazar, poner apodos, diseminar rumores, o burlarse..
Intimidacién Fisica incluye actos intencionales y molestos como golpear, morder, pelear, pegar, patear, picar, dar un puiietazo, empujar,
aventar, escupir o hacer tropezar.

Intimidaciéon Social o Relacional incluye difundir rumores, manipular relaciones, excluir, chantajear, aislar o rechazar a otros, usar presion
de grupo, y burlarse de caracteristicas personales.

Cualquier estudiante que se sienta intimidado debe hablar inmediatamente con su maestro/a, consejero/a o administrador/a. Todas las quejas
seran investigadas y resueltas a la mayor brevedad posible.

El Acoso puede ser cualquier conducta repetitiva y no aceptada que hace sentir a la victima insegura y/o incoémoda. Si un estudiante le pide
a otra persona que pare el comportamiento, esa persona debe parar inmediatamente. Cualquier estudiante que se sienta acosado/a debe
hablar inmediatamente con su maestro/a, consejero/a o administrador/a. Todas las quejas seran investigadas y resueltas a la mayor brevedad
posible.

El Burlarse vy Molestar a otros no sera tolerado. A veces los amigos dicen que “solamente estan bromeando o jugando”. Es importante
entender que no hay ninguna excusa para hacer sentir impotente a otro estudiante. Cualquier estudiante que sienta que se estan burlando de
¢l/ella o que lo estan molestando debe hablar inmediatamente con su maestro/a, consejero/a o administrador/a. Todas las quejas seran
investigadas y resueltas a la mayor brevedad posible.

La escuela tiene la obligacion de actuar e investigar cualquier reporte de acoso sexual involucrando a estudiantes de 4° afio en adelante
incluso el contacto al departamento de polica. La intimidacion de cualquier tipo mencionada anteriormente resultara en acciones
disciplinarias que incluye, entre otras, la suspension y una recomendacion para la expulsion de un estudiante declarado culpable de
acoso.

9. Cafeteria

Los estudiantes pueden recibir comida gratis o con precio reducido llenando la solicitud de alimentos. Todos los estudiantes recibiran un
Numero Personal (PIN) que deben usar cada vez que reciban su comida. El desayuno dentro del salon (BIC) estara disponible en los
salones para todos los estudiantes que lo deseen, el desayuno debe tomarse completo no parcial. Durante el descanso y hora de almuerzo
la Tienda Estudiantil vende botanas.

10. Teléfonos Celulares

Los teléfonos celulares deben estar apagados de las 8:00 a.m. hasta el final de escuela. Los teléfonos celulares no deben ser visibles
durante el dia escolar. Los celulares que estén a la vista o que se escuchen durante las horas de clases, seran confiscados y los estudiantes
seran sujetos a disciplina progresiva. Los padres o tutores o estudiante pueden recoger el teléfono celular antes del final del dia habil del
dia en que se confiscd el dispositivo. Los teléfonos celulares no se pueden utilizar para escuchar misica, tomar fotos, ver la hora o
tomar video. La escuela no se hace responsable por el robo, pérdida o dafios de los teléfonos celulares. Si el teléfono es confiscado
se puede solicitar una conferencia con los padres.

Si un estudiante se le encuentra haciendo alguna de las actividades mencionadas a continuacion, ese estudiante pierde el privilegio de tener
un celular dentro de la escuela. Ademas, su nombre se agregara a una lista que lo identifica como un estudiante que tiene prohibido tener un
teléfono celular y debera entregarlo en la oficina del decano por un periodo de tiempo. Los estudiantes que estén en la lista de prohibicion
de teléfonos celulares no pueden tener en su posesion ni su celular ni el teléfono celular de otra persona mientras estén dentro de la Escuela
Intermedia Gage.

usar el teléfono para transmitir contenidos ilegales como: amenazas, ventas de drogas, actividades de pandillas, trampas en
pruebas / asignaciones, plagio, acoso sexual, explotacion sexual, chantaje, extorsion, prejuicios y/o crimenes de odio.

11. Copiar/Plagio

Copiar el trabajo de otra persona y/o proveer las respuestas a alguien mas en un examen o asignacion se considera hacer trampa. Tomar
el trabajo publicado de otra persona y presentarlo como suyo se considera Plagio. Esto incluye fuentes de Internet. Si necesitan ayuda
con algun reporte, pidanle al maestro apoyo adicional, no rebajen sus normas o ética usando el trabajo de otra persona y pretender que es
suyo. Los maestros determinaran las consecuencias para los estudiantes que cometan una de estas faltas.

12. Plantel Cerrado

Una vez que un estudiante entre al plantel por la mafiana debe permanecer dentro del plantel por el resto del dia. El permiso para que un
estudiante deje el plantel debe ser obtenido por sus padres/tutores en la Oficina de Asistencia con una identificacion apropiada con foto y
por alguien cuyo nombre esté en el sistema o Tarjeta de Emergencia. Los estudiantes que se salgan del plantel sin permiso seran
considerados con falta sin excusa frugnt y serviran las consecuencias por su falta.

13. Dia de Colegio/Universidad

Los estudiantes pueden usar camisetas, y sudaderas con un emblema de colegio o universidad sélo los jueves. Los estudiantes
deben usar pantalones siguiendo el Codigo de Vestimenta.

14. Conflictos
Los estudiantes deben resolver cualquier conflicto de una manera civilizada y sin violencia. Las peleas no seran toleradas. Las
consecuencias pueden incluir pero no estan limitadas a suspension, transferencia a otra escuela, expulsion, y/o contacto al departamento
de policia.
Es la responsabilidad de cada estudiante hacer todo lo posible por evitar una pelea, incluyendo:
e  Evitar juegos rudos o peligrosos.
Rechazar retos de pleitos
Alejarse de confrontaciones u otras situaciones explosivas.
Buscar ayuda con algun maestro/a, consejero/a o administrador/a.

15. Cédigo de Vestimenta

El Cédigo Educativo 35183 y el Codigo Educacional 35183.5, autorizan al distrito escolar a adoptar un Codigo de Vestimenta. Abajo se
encuentra el Codigo de Vestimenta del 6°, 7° y 8° grados de la Escuela Secundaria Gage aprobado por el Concilio Escolar de Decisiones
Compartidas “SDMC”.

En nuestro esfuerzo continuo por ofrecer un ambiente de aprendizaje seguro y equitativo, los estudiantes de la Escuela Intermedia Gage
deben seguir este Codigo de Vestimenta todos los dias.

BLUSAS/CAMISAS/PLAYERAS POLO:

Las blusas, camisas y/o playeras polo deben ser de color sélido azul marino, blanco o guinda. NO logotipos inapropiados.
También pueden usar cualquier playera de Gage que haya sido aprobada por la escuela.

Las playeras de Educacion Fisica sélo se pueden usar durante la clase de Educacion Fisica.

PANTALONES:

Puede ser cualquier pantalon negro o azul (de mezclilla o tela normal) que no sea muy holgado, no se transparente, no esté muy pegado, ni

rasgado ni roto.
No se pueden usar pantalones deportivos ni de entrenamiento.
Los pantaloncillos cortos o pantalones deportivos de Educacion Fisica, sélo se pueden usar durante la clase de Educacion Fisica.

CHAMARRAS/SUDADERAS/”HOODIES”: Incluye cualquier atuendo de espiritu de Gage Middle School, sudadera de
color solido (sin logotipos inapropiados (por ejemplo, relacionados con drogas o alcohol o imagenes) para el afio escolar
2023-2024. Se permiten logotipos relacionados con la escuela. Si los estudiantes usan una sudadera con
capucha/chaqueta/sudadera que no cumpla con este criterio, pueden darle la vuelta o recibir una prestada. Los estudiantes
deben usar una camisa con cuello aprobada debajo de la sudadera con capucha/chaqueta en todo momento. (Las capuchas
solo se pueden usar al aire libre solamente).

e Las camisas, playeras polo o blusas deben cubrir hasta la cintura y abrochadas hasta arriba del pecho. Solo se puede usar una
camiseta debajo de la camisa/playera polo/blusa y debe ser de color sélido blanco, guinda o azul marino y no mas grande que
la camisa/playera polo/blusa.

e  Atuendo, mochilas, o cuadernos con emblemas, inscripciones o fotos asociadas con las drogas, alcohol, sexo, malas palabras,
pandillas, personas que pintarrajean, grupos musicales o grupos de fiesta, etc. que podrian ser obscenos, difamatorios,
injuriosos o que inciten al estudiante a crear un peligro claro y latente.

inapropiados. El Centro de Padres tendra una lista con los nombres de cada estudiante remitido por infracciones al Cddigo de
Vestimenta.

e  El estudiante obtendra una copia del Codigo de Vestimenta en el Centro de Padres.

Segunda Sancién: Se documentara en el sistema MiSiS

e  Se repetiran los primeros tres pasos de la primera sancion.

e  El Centro de Padres llamard a los padres/tutores para informarles del Codigo de Vestimenta y las consecuencias por
las infracciones. También se enviaran a casa estas polizas.

Tercera Sancién: Se documentara en el sistema MiSiS

e  Se repetiran los primeros tres pasos de la primera sancion.

e  El Centro de Padres llamara a los padres/tutores para recordarles del Codigo de Vestimenta y las consecuencias por
las infracciones. También se enviaran a casa estas polizas.

e  El Centro de Padres le informard al personal de apoyo.

e  El personal de apoyo podra tomara cualquiera de los siguientes pasos basado en las :

Personal de apoyo tiene una conferencia con el padre/tutor

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17. Politica del Dia de Vestimenta Libre

Ocasionalmente y para mantener a los estudiantes motivados, algunos estudiantes y/o todo el cuerpo estudiantil tendran la oportunidad de
ganar un Dia de Vestimenta Libre al alcanzar ciertas metas, por ejemplo: Desafio de Campus Limpio, Pocas Llegadas Tarde,
Comportamiento Excelente, etc.

Los estudiantes pueden usar la siguiente vestimenta el DiA DE VESTIMENTA LIBRE:

e  Una camisa / camiseta que no es demasiado grande y no esta relacionada con pandillas.

e  Una blusa con mangas que no es reveladora y que no expone la ropa interior, el abdomen, la espalda o los hombros, esto
incluye camisetas sin mangas, blusas sin tirantes o blusas cortas.

e  Camisas y tops que no tengan lenguaje o graficos inapropiados / inaceptables (drogas, alcohol, blasfemias, pandillas,
etiquetado o equipos).

e Las faldas y pantalones cortos (shorts) deben tener la longitud adecuada para sentarse y pararse de modo que no se vea la
ropa interior.

e  Los zapatos deben cubrir los dedos de los pies y los talones.

e No jeans o tops rotos ni rasgados

18. Electrénicos

Esta prohibido el uso de toda clase de electronicos durante las horas de escuela tal como iPods, iPads, audifonos de cualquier tipo, y
cualquier juego electronico, a menos que estén especificamente autorizados por la escuela. Los relojes Smart deben ponerse en modo de
“No Molestar” durante horas de escuela. Si usan estos objetos durante horas de escuela, seran confiscados y el estudiante sera sujeto a
disciplina progresiva. Los aparatos electronicos confiscados seran recogidos en la oficina principal y devueltos sé6lo a los padres/tutores.
La escuela y maestros no se hacen responsables por electronicos que sean robados, dafiados, o perdidos.

19. Emergencias
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e En caso de emergencia, los estudiantes permaneceran en la escuela el tiempo necesario.

e Los estudiantes podran dejar el plantel o ir a otro lugar seguro cuando sea considerado apropiado. Los estudiantes seran
entregados solamente a aquellas personas autorizadas en la tarjeta de emergencia las cuales estan archivadas en nuestra
oficina.

Para la seguridad de los estudiantes, no se permite que los estudiantes y padres entren por el estacionamiento de carros del personal. Los
estudiantes seran revisados siguiendo los protocolos de deteccion de COVID del distrito mas actualizados y pueden ser revisados y
retenidos por violaciones del codigo de vestimenta (ver #16 Violaciones del codigo de vestimenta arriba) cuando ingresan al campus.
Los padres/visitantes no podran ingresar a estas puertas en ningin momento (ver #53 Visitantes a continuacion).

24. Servicios de Salud

Nuestro enfermero o secretaria de la Oficina de Salud proveen primeros auxilios durante el dia. En caso de una herida seria, llamaremos
a los paramédicos y se contactara a los padres. Los padres deben notificar a la Oficina de Salud cuando existan problemas de salud y
cuando el estudiante/a esté bajo alglin medicamento especial. Es necesario que traigan una nota del doctor. Todas las medicinas deben
guardarse en la Oficina de Salud junto con las instrucciones apropiadas de parte del doctor incluyendo su firma. Los estudiantes no
deben cargar la medicina con ellos a menos que la Oficina de Salud lo autorice. Es responsabilidad de los padres informar a la escuela de
cualquier cambio que hagan en la Tarjeta de Emergencia. Los padres pueden actualizar la Tarjeta de Emergencia en el Portal de Padres.
Bajo ninguna circunstancia se permitira que un adulto que no esté en la Tarjeta de Emergencia se lleve a un estudiante.

25. Tarea

27. Articulos perdidos y encontrados “Lost and Found”

Los estudiantes que encuentren articulos perdidos deben entregarlos al Centro de Padres. La ropa que sea encontrada se guardara
solamente por un mes y después se donard a una organizacion de caridad.

28. Hora de Almuerzo

1. Lacomiday bebidas deben ser consumidas solamente en las areas de comida asignadas.

2. Los estudiantes deben de sentarse en las mesas y bancas cuando estén comiendo.

3. Cuando terminen de comer, los estudiantes deben tirar su basura en los botes de basura antes de proceder al area de recreo.

4. En las filas de almuerzo, los estudiantes no deben de meterse entre las filas, guardar el lugar a otra persona o comprar por otros.
Los estudiantes que no sigan las reglas, se les asignara servicios comunitarios en la escuela.

5. Los estudiantes solamente pueden estar en las areas de la escuela asignadas y supervisadas.

6. Las consecuencias por dejar el area de comida sucia incluyen, pero no estan limitadas a cerrar la Tienda Estudiantil y todas las
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maquinas de golosinas y agua, ademas de hacer que el estudiante que no recoja su basura limpie el area.
29. Horas de Oficinas
La oficina de la escuela esta abierta de 7:30 a.m. a 4:30 p.m.

30. Comportamiento en Oficinas y Procedimientos

Cuando los estudiantes vayan a una oficina, deben hablar con una de las secretarias inmediatamente para dejarles saber la razon por la
que se encuentran ahi. Los estudiantes no deben traer amigo/as con ellos. Deben ser corteses y respetuosos con el personal de las
oficinas.

31. Casa Abierta “Open House”

La Casa Abierta (Open House) esta programada al final del Semestre de Primavera. Este evento esta dedicado a mostrarles el trabajo que
hicieron nuestros estudiantes durante el afio escolar. No es el momento para tener conferencias con los maestros. Si gustan una conferencia
con un maestro, pueden hacer una cita en la Oficina de Asistencia.

32. Padres en Ia Escuela

Invitamos a los padres a que visiten nuestra escuela. Una presencia positiva de un padre manda el mensaje a nuestros estudiantes que nos
importan ellos y el ambiente escolar. Todos los visitantes deben traer una identificacién valida con fotografia, registrarse en la
Oficina Principal y usar un pase de visitante mientras esté dentro de la escuela.. Los padres no podran caminar en el plantel mientras
los estudiantes estén en su hora de descanso, almuerzo o cambiando de clase.

33. Conferencias de Padres-Maestros

Los estudiantes tienen mas éxito cuando hay una linea abierta de comunicacion entre el maestro y los padres. Les recomendamos que
hagan una cita para tener una conferencia con los maestros en cualquier momento. Los padres pueden hacer una cita con el maestro de
su hijo/a llamando a la Oficina de Consejeria. (Ver #46 para mas detalles)

34. Pases

No se debe dar pase a los estudiantes para salir del salon durante los primeros diez o los ultimos diez minutos de clase. Todos los
estudiantes fuera del salon de clase deben de tener un pase apropiado. Si el estudiante pide permiso para un asunto personal, debe usar su
agenda como pase. Si el maestro/a manda al estudiante a completar algo para el maestro/a, debe usar el pase del salon de clase. Si el
estudiante es referido a la oficina de la enfermeria, consejero, o decano debe tener un pase de la oficina. El estudiante sera regresado a
clase si no tiene el pase apropiado.

35. Perforaciones “Piercings”
Para maximizar el tiempo de instruccion y reducir las preocupaciones de seguridad, NO se les permite a los estudiantes tener lo siguiente;
e Joyeria, ropa o accesorios que no sean seguros (pulseras o collares con picos, etc.)

e Las perforaciones faciales, la ropa, el maquillaje, los peinados o las pelucas que han demostrado contribuir a la interrupcion
sustancial del funcionamiento ordenado de la escuela son inapropiados / inaceptables para la vestimenta escolar.

36. Educacién Fisica

e  FElno vestirse para la clase de Educacion Fisica resultara en una calificacion no satisfactoria en Hébitos de Trabajo y/o en
Cooperacion. La calificacion académica también podria ser afectada.

e Todos los estudiantes deben cambiarse a su uniforme de Educacion Fisica en el area de casilleros y volver a ponerse su
ropa de escuela después de la clase de Educacion Fisica.

e  Los estudiantes solo pueden entrar al area de casilleros durante el periodo cuando tengan su clase de Educacion Fisica. Los
casilleros son solamente para Educacion Fisica, NO deben guardar sus libros, cuadernos, ropa extra, etc.

o  Todos los articulos electrénicos, articulos de valor y sus mochilas deben guardarse en su casillero durante la clase de
Educacion Fisica y no en otro salon u oficina. El no cumplir con esta regla puede resultar en las siguientes consecuencias:

Cualquier articulo no permitido en el plantel, serd confiscado y el padre/tutor necesitard recogerlo en la Oficina Principal. Ningun
articulo confiscado se le regresara al estudiante. El plantel y/o los maestros no seran responsables por el robo, pérdida o daiio causado
a los objetos personales del estudiante.

38. Demostraciones de Afecto en Publico

No se permite conducta inapropiada en publico, como por ejemplo abrazarse, besarse, tomarse de las manos, o demostrar conducta
provocativa. Los padres seran notificados cuando los estudiantes violen las normas de buen gusto en la escuela.

39. Boletas de Calificaciones

Las boletas de calificaciones se dan cada 5 semanas por semestre. La boleta sera enviada a casa a través del estudiante, los padres deben
de revisar las calificaciones y regresarlas firmadas al maestro de Academia al siguiente dia. Se sugiere que si su hijo/a tiene
calificaciones no satisfactorias se comuniquen con el maestro para hacer una cita individual. Ademas de las boletas de calificaciones, los
maestros pueden mandar notas o informacion a través del sistema telefonico llamado que Connect-Ed para informarles del progreso de
su hijo/a. Los padres tienen la obligacion de registrarse en el Portal de Padres de LAUSD para monitorear las calificaciones,
resultados de exAmenes estatales y asistencia de sus hijos.

40. Bafios
